Цель урока:

Оборудование урока: картинки, карточки, динамические пособия.

Ход урока
I . Приветствие. 

Teacher. Good morning boys and girls! It is time to start our lesson

Today we are going to talk about the United States of America.

II. Teacher 

And first of all I want to know what facts about the USA do you remember (работа по опорному конспекту см. приложение 1 ).

There is а table on  the blackboard . You should describe every item of the table and your classmates саn help you and ask different quеstiоn.(Ученик рассказывает по опорному конспекту. Остальные задают вопросы.)

Ex.

Pupils

- Who discovered America (and when)?;

-Christopher Columbus discovered America in 1492;

-How many stars and stripes are there оп the flag?

-50 stars (one star for each state)

13 stripes (There is one stripe for each of the first thirteen colonies);

 -Who was the first president of the USA?;

-George Washington was;

- What is the national sports in America?

-Baseball is;

- What is the official residence of the president?

- The white House is.

III. Teacher 

Last time we were reading the text about American history (about the war for Independence).

I am sure that you don't forget this text. And now it' s time to do crossword. (предлагается кроссворд по прочитанному на предыдущем уроке тексту. Ученики по очереди вписывают  в него слова. Приложение 2).

Boys and girls, соте out to the blackboard in turn and write down the words (см. приложение)

IV. Teacher Last time we were talking about history today we shall  be talking about symbols and geography.

Teacher  Let's work in groups.

I want to divide our class into three groups.

Each group will get a card with one of the symbols of the US (the flag, the eagle, the statue of Liberty).The captain of the group will tell about your symbol. But the members of other groups will fill the table (and then using this table they will retell some facts about your symbol.

Например: the first group (the American flag).

Capitan: the American flag is often called “ Stars and Stripes”. There are 50 states in the USA, there are 50stars on the American flag: one star for each state. The American flag gas 13 stripes. The flag has seven red stripes and six white stripes. There is one star for each of the first thirteen colonies. In some schools  there is a flag,  in each office, in the streets and squares.

The largest rivers are the Mississippi, the Missouri, the Rio Grande and the Columbia. The Great Lakes on the border with Canada are the largest and deepest in the USA (USA the map).
