Опыт работы в школе с углубленным изучением иностранных языков показал, что необходимо уделять достаточное внимание развитию навыков письменной речи на всех этапах обучения. При этом нельзя ограничиваться словарными диктантами. Связный диктант или диктант, состоящий из отдельных предложений, намного эффективнее, т к  помимо закрепления изученной лексики такой диктант способствует запоминанию смысловых синтагм. Запоминая продиктованное предложение, ученик анализирует и перерабатывает информацию. Очень часто в качестве дополнительного задания к диктанту мы используем задание на перевод отдельных предложений.

Целью данной статьи является оказание методической помощи учителям школ с углубленным изучением иностранных языков, работающих по данным учебникам, при осуществлении текущего контроля лексики.
